Erected by Samuel Lenox, Esqr, Merchant, London. Here lies the corpse of Thomas 

Lenox in Auchenharie who died 22nd Septr 1745 aged 67 years. And Sarah McWhay 

his spouse who died 28th Septr 1748 aged 67 years. And also William who died in the 

year 1716. And John who died in the year 1722. And also William who died 4th July 

1754 aged 34 years. Sons to the above Thomas Lenox. And also George Lenox their 

son who died 27th July 1773 aged 61 years. Also William Lenox who died in the year 

1767 aged 11 years. And William Lenox who died in the year 1769 aged 3 months, 

his sons. And also the body of Samuel Lenox, son of Samuel Lenox, Liverpool who 

departed his life the 28th day of July 1786 aged 16 years. And also here lies the 

corpse of Barbara Murdoch spouse to George Lenox who died 18th Octr 1798 aged 

76 years. Also Margaret Lenox daughter of the above named Thomas Lenox who 

died on the 7th Sept 1808 aged 92 years. Also Nicholas Lenox daughter of George 

Lenox and spouse to Peter Adair, Creetown who died on the 28th Feby 1826 aged 60 

years. Also Sarah her daughter who died in Augt 1803 aged 2 years. Also Margaret 

Lenox daughter of George Lenox who died on the 17th June 1827 aged 67 years. 

Also the Revd John Adair who died in Creetown on the 26th Octr 1867 aged 76 years. 

Also Margaret Adair who died 22nd April 1887 aged 83 years.

Flat stone below

Here lyes the corps of Tho. Lennox Auchenlarie – who died 1745 aged 67 years. Sarah 

McWhae his spouse who died Sept 28 1748 aged 67, and William who died in the year 

1716 and John who died in the year 1722, and also William who died July 4 th 1754 aged 

34 years. Sons to the above Thomas Lenox. George Lennox, their son, died 1773 aged 61 

and -   - who died 1767 aged - -  -  - died 1769 aged 3 months

 Tho’ sin and death have brought us to the dust

Yet God in his good time will raise us with the just.

Also the body of Samuel Lennox son of Samuel Lennox, Liverpool who departed this 

life  28th day of July 1786 aged 16. Also here lies the corpse of  -  - , spouse to -  -  - 1798 

aged 76.
