
Front - Erected by David A. Clement in Glen of Kirkmabreek in memory of his children 
viz; John who died 7th March 1832 aged 11 weeks. Hastings Anderson who died 22d

August 1842 aged 14 years. Also the erector who died 26th November 1844 aged 55 years. 
Agness who died 15”August 1851 aged 29 years. Jessie who died 4”October 1856 aged 32 
years. Joanna, who died 8”June 1857 aged 15 years. Mary who died 23 November 1861 
aged 31 years. Grace who died 2 February 1864 aged 26 years. Grace Symington wife of 
the erector who died at Abercromby Place, Castledouglas 19 June 1878 aged 77 years. 
Also David Anderson who died at Sandhurst, Victoria, Austrailia on the 17 Feby 1880 aged 
46 years. Andrew died 2 February 1892 aged 66 years. Isabella wife of C.P. Richardson 
who died at Castle Douglas 26th Oct 1908 aged 68 years.
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Rear -    Erected by Andrew Clement, Glen, Kirkmabreck in memory of Hugh McQueen 
his son who died 4 April 1879 aged 3 years and 3 months. “Suffer the little children to 
come unto me; and forbid them not, for of such is the Kingdom of God”. S. Mark X 14. 
Also Andrew Clement the erector who died at Glen 2 February 1892 aged 66 years. Also 
Isabella McQueen wife of the said Andrew Clement died at Castle Douglas 13 September 
1912 aged 69 years. Also David Anderson eldest son died at Dumfries 17 April 1920  
aged 46 years. Also Jessie Clement died at 63 Queen Street Castle-Douglas, 11th March 
1950.  Also Grace Clement died at 63 Queen Street, Castle-Douglas 4th October 1960.
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
