And of Thomas, fifth
son, who died 6th March 1827, aged 11 years. James Gardner, one of the erectors, died at
Waitaki, Otago, New Zealand, on the 17 May 1867, aged 56 years.  Janet Hutchison, his
second wife died at Killeron, 16 May 1870, aged 86 years.
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
