Damhead, Skyreburn in Anwoth Census 1841 to 1911

In 1841 joiner David Mason, aged c.50, occupied a property called Skyerburn 7 (how Damhead).

The same David Mason lived at Damhead in 1851, 1861 & 1871. His wife was still alive in 1851 but was dead by

1861.

Before 1871 David’s son David was married to Mary.

In 1871 David junior was dead and Mary was living at Damhead with David senior.

In 1881 Mary Mason was postmistress and Damhead was called the Skyreburn Branch Post Office.

In 1891 Mary was still living at the post office, but her occupation was crofter.
In 1901 Mary was at Damhead as a cow keeper.

In 1911 Mary was still at Damhead but was a crofter (retired).
So the owner or principal tenant of Damhead from 1841 to 1911 was David or his daughter-in-law Mary Mason
